The Power of Reading.

×Creating a love of reading in children is potentially one 

of the most powerful ways of improving academic 

standards in school.

×There can be few better ways to improve pupils 

chances in school, or beyond in the wider world than to 

enable them to become truly independent readers. 



Reading in School.

×Daily phonics in Reception/KS1.

×Guided reading throughout school ðchildren read, and respond to 

reading, in groups .

×Independent reading ðsilent reading of reading book or library book.

×Weekly library sessions.

×Focused weekly reading lessons using ôCracking Comprehensionõ.

×Reading interventions to support identified children.



The children know over 50 graphemes.

e.g.  m,     ee,     sh

They have also learned how to blend 2 consonants together 
to attack words.

e.g.  sp, tw, dr nk , st, ld

Phonics: By the beginning of Year One



Å Further graphemes for reading are taught
e.g.  ay, ea, ie, oe, ew.

Å Alternative pronounciations
i ði

ow ðow
ea- ea

Å Continuation of high frequency word recognition.

Now, in Year One 



Å Children practise using these graphemes in 
polysyllabic words.

e.g. parking,  lawnmower, highlighter

Å Practise reading sentences.



Children continue to be taught phonics daily in ability 
groups.

All the infant staff discuss , and are involved in, the 
grouping of the children.

These groups are ôfluidõ and children move as they make 
progress or need more support.



Home support at this time is key. 

At a time when the children are developing
their phonic skills, and learning and 

building a store of 
new and additional sounds,

they really need this extra, regular
practise.





ÅSome books are very phonic based ðmaybe  practising a few 
sounds.

ÅSome contain key high frequency words to practise.
ÅSome are fiction, some non-fiction.

ÅSome are easier ðthese build confidence.
ÅSome are harder ðthese support progress.

ÅA mixed diet is the healthiest!



The Reading Curriculum.

We use KLIPs grids for each year group, which detail the age -related Key 

Learning goals children are expected to achieve by the end of the year.

Y1: Make basic inferences about what is being said and done.

Y4: Draw inferences around charactersõ thoughts, feelings, actions and motives, 

and justify with evidence from the text using point and evidence.

Y6: Infer charactersõ feelings, thoughts and motives from their actions, justifying 

inferences with evidence e.g. Point + Evidence + Explanation .

Fun ways to read with your child.

×Try to make reading as much fun as possible. It is important to read with 

your child as often as you can in a quiet place. 

×Until your child has built up their confidence, it is better to keep to easier 

books. Struggling with a book with many unknown words is pointless. 

Flow is lost, text cannot be understood and children can easily become 

reluctant readers. 

×Visit your local library. Help your child to choose books to read together 

at home. Borrowing books from the library costs nothing.
